FIVE-YEAR LOCAL OPTION LEVY FOR LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES

QUESTION:

Shall Falls City levy up to $96,974.00 annually for five-years for law enforcement services, beginning in 2007-2008?  This measure may cause property taxes to increase more than three percent.

SUMMARY:


This measure may be passed only at an election with at least a 50 percent voter turnout.

Electors in Falls City are being asked to approve law enforcement levies for fiscal years  2007-2008, 2008-2009, 2009-2010,  2010-2011 and 2011-2012

The proposed five-year levy of up to $96,974.00 annually, beginning with the 2006-07 tax year, could provide funds for law enforcement services under a contract with Polk County Sheriff’s Department.  


The total amount of the tax is $484,870.00, levied at up to $96.974.00 annually for five years beginning in 2007-2008.  The local option levy, if approved, would be outside the City’s permanent rate and would be subject to the limits of Section 11B, Article XI, of the Oregon Constitution.


Notice is hereby given that a ballot title for a measure referred by the City has been filed with the Elections Officer of Polk County, Oregon on March 06, 2007.  The ballot title caption is FIVE-YEAR LOCAL OPTION LEVY FOR LAW ENFORECMENT SERVICES.  An elector may file a petition for review of this ballot title in the Polk County Circuit Count no later than 5p.m., March,15, 2007 (7 business day after filing of this notice with the Elections Officer).
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
