*Williams/Maytum moved/seconded to adopt the agenda for the City Council Meeting dated November 1, 2004 as presented.  Yeas - 6   Nays – none.  Mayor Frink declared motion carried 6-0, unanimously

*Poe/Brown moved/seconded to approve the Minutes for the City Council Meeting dated October 4, 2004 as presented.  Yeas - 6   Nays – none.  Mayor Frink declared motion carried 6-0, unanimously

*Maytum/Ferguson moved/seconded to approve the Minutes for the City Council Meetings dated October 19 and 25, 2004 as presented.  Yeas - 6   Nays – none.  Mayor Frink declared motion carried 6-0, unanimously

Old Business:
a. Employee Wage Increase
Councilor Maytum stated wage increases should be postponed until all city funds are no longer over drawn.
(ACTION ITEM:  Darla to set date for a Quarterly Budget Meeting)

*Poe/Williams moved/seconded to approve employee wage increase in the amount of $1.00 per employee.  Yeas – 3, Brown, Poe, Williams.   Nays – 3, Ferguson, Johnson, Maytum.  Mayor Frink broke tie with a Yea vote.  Mayor Frink declared motion carried 4-3.
(ACTION ITEM:  Per phone inquiry dated 11-2-04 council did not intend this increase for temporary employees)

b. Employee Moving Expense repayment arrangement.

Finance Officer Williams informed Council the remaining balance on April McClure’s Moving Expense and Loan from the City is $674.44.

*Poe/Ferguson moved/seconded to approve a repayment arrangement for the final balance of $644.44 April McClure owes the City on Moving Expenses and City loan in 12 monthly installments in the amount of $56.20 per month.  Balance in full to be paid immediately if any monthly installment is paid late. Yeas – 6. Nays – 0.  Mayor Frink declared motion carried 6-0.
(ACTION ITEM:  Darla to prepare a letter and contract stating above plan and send certified mail on Tuesday, November 02, 2004)

c. Employee Handbook Samples.

Mayor Frink recommends a Committee of three (3) Councilors to review sample handbooks provided by Finance Officer (FO) Williams and report back to Council.

(ACTION ITEM:  Darla to copy sample handbooks and provide Councilors)

d. Polk County Board of Commissioners assistance regarding Klaus Lutz – 170 Ellis Street – nuisance/safety issue relating to burned mobile home.

*Consensus of Council to forward copies of all pertinent information on this property to Gene Clemens with Polk County Board of Commissioner for their assistance in this matter.
(ACTION ITEM:  Darla copy above-mentioned information.  Jeff Johnson to hand-deliver to Gene Clemens on Tuesday, November 2, 2004)

e. OMARC information request regarding continuation involvement with the class action lawsuit against QWEST.

FO Williams informed the Council Oregon Municipal Audit Review Committee (OMARC) requested data necessary to continue to perform the joint audit of Qwest Communications on the City’s behalf prior to May 2004 and again in May 2004.  This information must have been received by OMARC by May 19, 2004 to guarantee the city’s continued participation in the audit and any possible refund amount from Qwest.  This information was never forwarded to OMARC.

*Williams/Ferguson moved/seconded forward copies of all pertinent information on this matter to OMARC with written request for the city’s continued participation in the Qwest audit.  Yeas – 6.   Nays – 0.  Mayor Frink declared motion carried 6-0.
(ACTION ITEM:  Darla copy above-mentioned information and forward to OMARC this week)

f. Lewis and Clark alleyway.

Discussion held regarding homeowners already blocking this alleyway with a fence and a barricade.

Public Works (PW) Supervisor Poe stated he believed as long as the public was continuously using this alleyway it could not be closed.

*Poe/Maytum moved/seconded a letter to Mr. David Doyle requesting   .  Yeas – 6.   Nays – 0.  Mayor Frink declared motion carried 6-0.
(ACTION ITEM:  Darla to forward a letter to Mr. Doyle requesting clarification)

g. Update on DEQ certification renewal.

FO Williams informed the Council this matter should have been addressed in May.  The certification application was never completed and was just located last week.  PW Supervisor Poe and FO Williams have contacted Tim McFetridge with DEQ to request an extension to complete the application and forward the fees involved.  
Mr. McFetridge recommended to FO Williams the city write and request an extension until January 20, 2005 to complete the application and to forward the fees.

(ACTION ITEM:  Darla to forward a letter to Mr. McFetridge requesting extension)

PW Supervisor Poe stated the MAO regarding city locating and repairs of I & I in the city sewer lines and TVing the city sewer lines is on track.  A letter will be going out this week bringing Mr. McFetridge up-to-date on this issue.

(ACTION ITEM:  Darla to forward a letter to Mr. McFetridge regarding TVing and I & I repairs)

h. Other Old Business
1. Councilor Maytum questioned PW Supervisor regarding lost city equipment.  
PW Supervisor stated the city’s Geophones (valued at approximately $200) were kept in the utility lockers on the GMAC truck.  These came open during a trip to the Water Treatment Plant and the phones fell out and were lost.
2. 217 N. Main Street drainage problem.
PW Supervisor Poe stated research of 4 rubber strips for alleviate this problem shows the total cost to be approximately $1000.00

Discussion was held regarding Trails Technical Grant.  FO Williams recommends the City not apply for any further grants until all past grants are fully paid off.  

Councilors Poe and Williams feel the Trails Grant might repair the Dayton Street footbridge and feel the city should go forward with this grant application.
