Councilor Broadfoot read a letter from OECDD informing the city of a $10,000 
Technical Assistance grant awarded to Falls City to assist the City in developing 
a detailed design and cost report for its proposed combined renovation and or 
construction city-owned fire station/community center feasibility project.

Councilor Fleener informed the Council and audience on Thursday, January 2, 
2003 Request for Proposals will be sent out to 5 firms.  The City will select from 
this pool a firm that can provide the scope of work for this project.  This will 
include an initial design and feasibility of this site and one other, cost of 
operations, etc.  The City will then be able to use this feasibility study and initial 
design to apply for further grants to complete the Fire Hall/Community Center 
project.  This study will not be site specific.

Lili Boettcher questioned the Council if this grant will end up costing the City any 
money or if there is a time limit, if not met will the city will be monetarily 
penalized.

Councilor Fleener stated this project will not cost the city any money and the city 
has two years to complete the project.

Fire Chief Young is concerned with:

Concerned input is obtained from citizens and fire department personnel.

If renovation is to occur there is concern the newer section of the Fire 


Department needs to be maintained.

Kirby Frink reminded the Council Polk County Rural Fire District maintains trucks 
and fire equipment in the Falls City Fire Station and should be involved in this 
project.


Discussion was held regarding citizen use of a community center, a possible 
substation on the south side of the river or renovation of the existing fire station.  
All proposals will be reviewed to give the city the best use of the money.

      Councilor Fleener stated the Council ratified the design to leave a regular 

      stop sign and add traffic revisions, which have been ordered from Polk 

      County.    


      Discussion held regarding the concern for pedestrian safety and the possible 
    
      future necessity of a 3-way stop at Bridge, Mitchell and N. Main Streets.


      Guy Mack stated he has lived in Falls City for 50 years.  During that time 

      there have been no pedestrian accidents at this intersection.  State law 
  
      already requires vehicles to stop for pedestrians at crosswalks.  A three-way 
  
      stop at this intersection would not only cause traffic jamming but also place 
 
      added strain on the bridge.  Mr. Mack requests the Right-turn-permitted-

      without-stopping sign (R-T-P-W-S) to be reinstalled.


      Councilor Broadfoot feels as a councilor he should vote not on his personal 

      feelings but on the citizens wishes.  Citizens he has spoken with concerning 
 
      this issue have voice the following concerns:

      1.
Citizens feel the Bridge is not up to par and cannot handle multiple 



vehicles stopped on it.  Other cities do not design vehicles to stop on 


bridges.



      2.  There has always been a Right-turn-permitted-without-stopping sign (R-T-


P-W-S) there.


      3.
There has been no history of pedestrian accidents at this crossing.

*Broadfoot/Maytum moved/seconded to clean the excess cement from the bottom of the post and to reinstall the Right-turn-permitted-without-stopping sign. Yeas – Broadfoot, Maytum, Osman.  Nays – Fleener.  Abstain – 0.  Absent – 0.  Mayor Lindekugel declared motion carried 3-1-0-0.

     City Recorder Williams informed the Council employees are currently 


     authorized to purchase up to $250 without pre-authorization from Council.

Yeas – Broadfoot, Fleener, Maytum, Osman.  Nays – Fleener.  Abstain – 0.  Absent – 0.  Mayor Lindekugel declared motion carried 4-0-0-0.

      Law Enforcement grant has been awarded to the city in the amount of $653.


      Discuss held regarding hours to schedule for a code enforcement officer.  
 
      Councilor Maytum proposed 2-3 hours per week at $13.00 per hour to utilize 
 
      the awarded grant.

      Councilor Maytum requested authorization for the Mayor to appoint a Code 

      Enforcement Officer.


      Councilor Fleener addressed the need to advertise for this position to protect 
 
      the city from liability.  The council will need to set priorities on the ordinances 

      it wishes enforced.  The City’s ordinances will need to be reviewed and 
 
      updated.

     A letter was addressed to the renter and the owner informing them of the 
 
     ordinance violation due to debris and stating this must be abated.


     Erma Ferguson, the home owner, stated she did receive the abatement letter.  
     She stated the previous renter did have garbage.  Mrs. Ferguson informed the 
     council the current renter has signed a lease with Mrs. Ferguson and is 
 
     responsible for this abatement, not Mrs. Ferguson.  Mrs. Ferguson further 
 
     stated the council “had better be careful how you treat her (the renter), there 
 
     are other homes throughout town in worse shape.
