1. Call to Order: Mayor Fleener called the meeting to order at 6:35pm.

4. Adoption of Agenda:

*Ferguson/Howard moved/seconded to adopt the agenda for the City Council Meeting dated June 20, 2005.  Yeas – 5, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

5.
PUBLIC HEARING:  Fire Hall/Community Center – Additional Funding Grant

OPEN PUBLIC HEARING:  6:35p.  CC President opened the public hearing for public comment.


CR/FO Williams read the Public Hearing Script in its entirety.

Mr. Carey asked that Council has matching funds figured out before signing the final contract.


CLOSE  PUBLIC HEARING:  6:37p.  CC President closed the public hearing


PW Supervisor questioned Council where to place the City stock supplies currently located in the Upper Shop.  The Upper Shop is scheduled for demolition soon and stock must be moved by early July.  PW Supervisor Poe has researched 45’ storage containers (connix boxes) for possible use as a supply shed to be placed beside the truck bays in the Old Mill lot.  Cost of a container plus delivery is approximately $2300.

Mr. Carey suggested utilizing a semi-trailer instead of a connix box.  A semi-trailer can be moved if needed, the connix box cannot.  He stated cost of a used trailer is approximately $500-$700.

(ACTION ITEM:  PW Super to research other storage options and prices [ie: lease, rent, etc])

*Howard/Williams moved/seconded to approved the new application with CDBG for additional funding for the Fire Hall/Community Center.  Yeas – 5, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener Poe declared motion carried 5-0.

6.
PUBLIC HEARING:  Green Haven RV Park – request for modification of Conditional Use Permit (CUP) to extend stays within the park to 24 months (two years).    The current CUP for the RV Park permits guests to stay as long as 90 days.   

OPEN PUBLIC HEARING:  6:53p.  CC President opened the public hearing for deliberation, closed to public comment.

CC Howard stated it was his understanding the Bowman’s were required to make available their guest period of occupation upon City request.

Council questioned CR/FO Williams if the City had ever requested such information from the Bowmans.  CR/FO Williams stated a formal letter from the city had been sent in the past requesting this information.  The Bowmans did not respond to the City’s request.

Discussion was held regarding the location of the RV Parks caretaker’s house.  It was approved for the RV park property but according to Polk County it is on the adjacent property.

CC Howard stated his concern was the Bowmans have not met the current conditions of approval, so he has concerns they will not comply with their requested new condition of approval.

CC Ferguson stated the Bowmans had not been in compliance with anything they’ve done before.  She would like to extend the length of stay in the RV Park but does not believe the Bowmans would comply then either.

Pat Bowman forwarded a letter to Council dated April 30, 2002, received from the City.  (Attachment B)  and Green Haven RV Park’s Statement of Operations.   (Attachment C)  CC President read the letter into record

Discussion held regarding extending length of stay of RV Park’s guests and Bowman’s request to modify their original Conditions of Approval to state “6-months and allow the RV Park to move a guest out of the park at the end of 6-months and to move right back in instead of the original stated 90 days.

CC President stated for the record CC Rusco became an official part of this meeting at 7:23pm.

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to approved Green Haven RV Park’s request for Modification of their Conditional Use permit to read as the State’s does for 180 days length of stay with the term of Temporary in accordance with the State of Oregon’s Rules and Statues.  Yeas – 2 – Rusco, Ferguson, Nays – 4 – Brown, Howard, Poe, Williams Mayor Fleener declared motion failed 2-4.

*Williams/Howard moved/seconded to deny Green Haven RV Park’s request for Modification of their Conditional Use Permit to read guest length of stay is 2-years.

CALL FOR DISCUSSION:

CC Rusco upset the Council would consider denying the Bowman’s request after they had paid the required $400.00 for a Land Use Application.

CC Howard once again stated Bowmans are not currently in compliance and would like to see the RV Park come into compliance with the current Conditions of Approval before any further action is taken.

CC Poe stated the agreement between the Bowmans and the City was that Bowmans keep a ledger of guest and supply that information to the City when requested.

Yeas – 2 – Williams, Howard, Ferguson, Brown, Poe,  Nays – Rusco.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 5-1.

*Williams/Ferguson moved/seconded to approved the Modification of Conditional Use Permit 97-0021 as requested by the applicant, allowing recreational vehicles to stay within the RV Park for a maximum of 6-months, and subject to the city planner’s recommended conditions of approval with the definition of “temporary” as used in OAR Chapter 918-650-0005, Division 650-21, the definition of “recreational vehicle,” means a time period of six months or less; and with the condition that at the end of a 6-month stay the recreational vehicle must leave the RV Park, if they re-enter the RV Park it must be into a different space.  Yeas – 4 – Ferguson, Poe, Rusco, Williams, Nays – 2- Brown, Howard.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 4-2.

Pat Bowman stated she would bring the RV Parks guests check in/out records per vehicle ID number to City Hall for review, the names are to be excluded.

(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO Williams to forward a formal letter from the City to Green Haven regarding the motion to approve as soon as the Mayor has signed it)

Ron Carey – request for City to sign a Memo he prepared to summarize vital issues regarding RL Carey Subdivision.

CC President Poe informed Mr. Carey she would allow him to read his memo into record but Council would not sign it or make any decisions regarding it tonight.  It would be deferred to the Mayor, since he and Mr. Carey were the ones to discuss this issue.  CC President Poe stated the city could give Mr. Carey a letter that states the wording of his original contract with the City.

*Rusco moved to direct city staff to compare the original with this motion and if it agrees with the original to forward it to the Mayor for signature after being reviewed by legal and is in compliance.   Motion failed for lack of second.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to strike the above motion.   No vote taken.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to direct city staff to send Mr. Carey’s memo template, that it be compared to the original contract, reviewed by legal, if legal states it is ok the Mayor is to sign the letter and forward it to Mr. Carey.  Yeas – 6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

Resolution 05-01 – A Resolution requesting a Special City Allotment Grant for the State Highway fund that has been appropriated for allocation to several cities of the State of Oregon.

Discussion held regarding in-kind match.  CC Rusco concerned staff wages budgeted to the Water and Sewer Fund not be used for this project.

*Rusco/Williams moved/seconded to approve the 1st reading in its entirety of  Resolution 05-01 A Resolution requesting a Special City Allotment Grant for the State Highway fund that has been appropriated for allocation to several cities of the State of Oregon.  Yeas – 6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

CR/FO Williams read into record Resolution 05-01 in its entirety.

*Rusco/Williams moved/seconded to approve the 2nd reading by title only of Resolution 05-01 A Resolution requesting a Special City Allotment Grant for the State Highway fund that has been appropriated for allocation to several cities of the State of Oregon.  Yeas – 6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

CR/FO Williams read into record Resolution 05-01 by title only.

*Williams/Howard moved/seconded to approve the 2nd reading by title only and adopt Resolution 05-01 A Resolution requesting a Special City Allotment Grant for the State Highway fund that has been appropriated for allocation to several cities of the State of Oregon.  Yeas – 5 – Brown, Ferguson, Howard, Poe, Williams,  Nays – 1- Rusco – because of the matching funds.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 5-1.
9. Other Business:

Discussion held regarding necessity for City to purchase a better quality recording machine for Meetings.

(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO Williams to research w/COG grants for recording machines)

CC Howard addressed Council and audience.  More assistance is needed for the Saturday Spaghetti/Bingo/Raffle Fund Raiser.

CC Poe will purchase the food supplies with the donated $100 from C & H Reforestery  and assist with food preparation unless she has to work.    


      Council elected the Mayor to contact Fred Compton with KPIE to “MC” the Bingo event.


(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO Williams to contact Mayor regarding Mr. Compton, cut check for food purchase for CC Poe)

City Councilors are to contact City Hall by Wednesday to notify CR/FO Williams who will be doing what for this fundraiser.

CC Poe questioned the status of Klaus Lutz issue.

CR/FO Williams informed the Council Polk County had notified City Hall they will not be continuing with this issue for the City per legal advise from their attorney stating Polk County can not act on City Ordinances.

Mr. Klaus Lutz is purchasing the property from Mr. Daniel Bunn.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to direct city staff to send a certified letter to Mr. Daniel Bunn regarding the City’s concerns with Mr. Klaus Lutz’s property located at 170 Ellis Street, and regarding Mr. Lutz’s non-compliance with the City’s Nuisance Ordinance.  Yeas – 6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

The Mayor is working to re-write the City’s Nuisance Ordinance to coincide with Polk County’s Nuisance Ordinance allowing the County authority to act on City Ordinances.

The 4th of July Parade is at 11:00am.

CC Williams left the meeting at 9:03pm.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to direct city staff to send a letter to Mr. Clay Freeman asking him to donate a corner of his property located at N. Main and Ellis Street for the placement of the City’s lighted Reader Board.  Yeas – 6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

*Rusco/Brown moved/seconded to adjourn the City Council meeting dated June 20, 2005 at 9:07pm.  No voted taken.  Mayor Fleener adjourned the meeting.
