Roll Call:
Present were (CC) Councilors Brown, Ferguson, Howard, Williams, CC Rusco – 7:07pm, Mayor Fleener (??) and (CR/FO) City Recorder/Financial Officer Williams.  


CC Williams chaired the meeting – (until Mayor Fleener arrived.)  (What defines who chairs the meeting in the absense of the Mayor and/or Council president?.  YOUR MAYOR STATED CC WILLIAMS WOULD CHAIR THE MEETING

3. Pledge of Allegiance.

4. Adopt Agenda:

*Ferguson/Howard moved/seconded to adopt the agenda for the City Council Meeting dated June6, 2005.  Yeas – 4, Nays – none.  CC Williams declared motion carried 4-0.

CC Rusco arrived – 7:07pm I arrived after #5.

5. Approval of City Council meeting Minutes.  May 2, & May 23, 2005

(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO to place on next CC Mtg agenda)

6. Approval of Budget Committee meeting Minutes.  May 5, 12, & 19, 2005

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to hold a Budget Committee meeting dated on Thursday, June 9, 2005 to approve the Budget Committee minutes

CC Rusco amended the motion to approve all Budget Committee Minutes with the official record being the tapes and the written Minutes as the secondary backup of the official record.

CC Rusco withdrew the motion.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to approve the 2005-2006 Fiscal Year Budget Committee meeting tapes to become the official Minutes of the Budget Committee meetings and the written Minutes, when approved to become secondary.  Yeas – 2- Howard, Rusco, Nays –2 – Williams, Brown, Abstain - Ferguson.  CC Williams declared motion failed  2-2-1.  Motion failed due to lack of majority vote. 
*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to approve the Budget Committee Minutes dated May 19th as proposed with the tapes as first and the written Minutes as secondary backup with the amended change of BCM Chairperson D. Sickles statement on page one change the second “without” to “with”.  Yeas – 4, Nays – none, Abstain- Ferguson.  CC Williams declared motion carried 4-0-1.

Councilor Rusco has all the attachments to the Budget Committee Minutes except Attachment “B”.   She will need to forward those to City Hall along with the corrected Minutes.

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to schedule a Budget Committee meeting on June 9, 2005 at 6:00 6:30pm to approve the Budget Committee meeting Minutes dated May 23, 2005.  Yeas – 3, Nays – Brown, Abstain- none.  CC Williams declared motion carried 3-1-0.(should be 3-1-0) 
7. OLD BUSINESS:

a.  PUBLIC HEARING:

OPENED – 7:25pm

City Planner Judith Ingram presided over the Public Hearing.  Mrs. Ingram read the Public Hearing script and asked for any declarations of conflict or bias for Council.  There were none.  (Attachment A)

1 letter was read into record  (Attachment B)
Memo from Randall Trochs w/ DEQ dated 12/10/04 stating DEW does not differentiate from temporary and permanent use was read into record.  (Attachment C) He did not expect a change in designation for Greenhaven RV Park’s sewer system designation. 

(“temporary” definition )Recreational Parks definition handout.  (Attachment D)  Judith summarized the State statute of an RV park is no longer than 6 months stay.  She further stated the requested Modification from Mr. & Mrs. Bowman for a 24-month stay would be in violation of state statute. WILL NOT CHANGE, USED TITLE ON HANDOUT

CC Rusco questioned whether or not the Cit y just adopt the terminology of temporary where the various  ???? was currently being requested.  CC Rusco inquired as to who would enforce a violation if the city approved the Modification request with the terminology of temporary as in the building codes definition.   Wouldn’t it  be up to the Building Code Division.   (attachment E should be a copy of page with the 90 days within a 12 month period language)  WILL NOT CHAGE – LUA MODIFICATION IN PACKET IS SUFFICIENT

Mrs. Ingram read into record a memo from Gene Clemens with Polk County stating the county would not issue placement permits for RVs.  (Attachment E)  (I think it was something to the effect that anything over 120 or 180 days – “temporary” and anything beyond that would be permanent, and the Council would not issue placement permits for permanent residents????)  WILL NOT CHANGE, THAT IS NOT THE WAY GENE’S MEMO READS.

Mrs. Bowman addressed the Council stating they know state law says recreational vehicles can only stay in RV parks for 6 months within a 12-month period.   If Greenhaven is required to adhere to the 1997 Conditions of Approval to the original LUA they would have to shut down their business.  She further stated they have customers that cannot afford to move.  She stated they want whatever is legal but without any stipulations attached.

Mayor Fleener questioned the Bowmans if the Council granted the requested Modification of Conditions to state “6-months within a 12-month period” would the Bowmans kick out residents at the end of their 6-month stay?  He stated he asked because they did not adhere to the original Condition of Approval which states 90-days within a 12-month period.  

Mr. Bowman asked if they were allowed the temporary definition, then what would be the length of time for someone to come back into the park, could they be moved to another location or go out of the park and pull back in?  
  (I don’t think he stated this is what it would be , I think he was asking the Council for clarification.)it be stated they would just move them to another space within the Park or make them go out and come right back in.  He stated they only agreed to the original Conditional of Approval of 90-days because that is what condition the Council placed on their LUA.  in order to get the Council to sign off on their LUA.  They never intended to follow it, they never agreed with it don’t think this was status, would like to listen to tape.  WILL NOT CHANGE – THIS IS ALSO WHAT THE MAYOR HEARD MR. BOWMAN SAY

Mrs. Ingram stated Ordinance 97-468 was created with this application in mind.  She read subsection E into record.  (Attachment F)

Mr. Bowman stated he has a letter from the City stating they changed the 90-days within a 12-month period, which allows the RV Park to let patrons stay longer.

No – It was stated that they had a letter as part of their agreement (agreement wasn’t the word he used, but it meant  the same) stating that it was 90 days in one space and they could move to another space after that time. 
Council requested a copy of this letter.

(ACTION ITEM:  Bowmans to forward a copy to City Hall)

PUBLIC HEARING:

CLOSED to public comment but open for deliberation– continued to June 20, 2005 at 7:30 or a time certain (per Mayor Fleener)  No vote to close the public hearing????.  NO VOTE WAS CALLED FOR

b.
SCA Grant preparation.  CC Rusco questioned the location chosen and when it was chosen and by whom. (I would like a copy of the minutes where this discussion took place.)  
(ACTION ITEM: CR/FO to forward to Judith for preparation – Prospect Street chosen)

8. NEW BUSINESS:

a. Rita Grady – Polk Community Development Corporation.  

Falls City Revolving Loan Fund discussion.  CR/FO stated Rita forwarded to City Hall the Councilor??????  requested list of city housing improvement loans.  This information is confidential and must remain confidential.  It is not public record.  Council will need to be careful of this information.  Council may obtain a copy of the list at City Hall.( I want a copy of this made and placed in an envelope marked Confidential and sealed so that someone may pick it up for me.)  Thank you.  

There is currently $531,703 in outstanding loans and available funds.  $177,000 is available for construction.  The original grant obtained was for $427,354.

It was questioned and stated this fund is only for Falls City residents.  It is not lent to residents of other communities.

Mayor Fleener stated he would like to conduct a survey of homes within city limits needing housing rehabilitation.  He wishes PCDC to become proactive about loaning to Falls City residents.  The City truly needs to understand where the City’s actual needs are in order to leverage for additional monies for this fund.

Ron Carey questioned the cost of administration.  Rita Grady stated that since 1985 through current the administrative fee was .????  Mr. Carey questioned why the administration fee had increased to $65,000 in this years proposed budget

Don’t think this is pertinent…..Ron Carey questioned why the $60,000 transfer into General Fund for fiscal year 2005-2006 wasn’t listed in the Revolving Loan Fund as a transfer out.  CR/FO Williams stated there is not a $60,000 transfer into General Fund budgeted for next fiscal year.  Mr. Carey argued and disagreed even after reviewing a budget presented to him.  
Discussion was held FC Revolving Loan monies can be used for new construction.  The money is currently being used for housing rehabilitation.  (The Council can, if they choose, allow this. Don’t recall this

Rita Grady explained the MERIT system……requested a $10,000 grant from the FC Revolving Loan fund to established a MERIT program in Falls City.

(ACTION ITEM:  Rita to provide all necessary information and a budget to City Hall for placement on next CC Mtg agenda)

Rita Grady  stated the city does not (don’t recall this???) have a current Agreement for Services with PCDC.  A sample of an agreement was presented.  
(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO to place on next CC Mtg agenda)

b. COG Land Use Planning Contract.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to approve the contract for Land Use Planning Services between the City of Falls City and Mid-Willamette Valley Council of Governments.  Yeas – 5, Nays – none, Abstain- none.  (Mayor Fleener) declared motion carried 5-0.  
c. Brownfield Grant opportunity through DEQ.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to authorizes DEQ to seek a grant on behalf of Falls City under the Cooperative Grant Agreement with the United States Environmental Protection Agency in regards to the underground storage tank project number 27-99-4170 titled “Falls City Shop”.  Yeas – 5, Nays – none, Abstain- none.  .  (Mayor Fleener) declared motion carried 5-0
d. Wagner Community Library purchase request.

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to approve the Wagner Community Library purchase request.  Yeas – 5, Nays – none, Abstain- none.  .  (Mayor Fleener) declared motion carried 5-0.  

e. Sewer hook-up request.  Chris/Sharon Siner – 131 Carey Court

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to approve Chris and Sharon Siner’s request for a sewer hook-up at 131 Carey Court.  Yeas – 5, Nays – none, Abstain- none. .  (Mayor Fleener) declared motion carried 5-0.  

CR/FO Williams requested official notice of the amounts to charge for sewer and water connections on Carey Court, since she has been informed the normal rate does will not be charged.  She has requested this information since 1997 and Council has never officially stated the fees to charge. 

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded to approve the UAB’s recommendation of $250 for water and $250 for sewer connections in Carey Court.  Yeas – 5, Nays – none, Abstain- none. .  (Mayor Fleener) declared motion carried 5-0
9. PUBLIC COMMENT:

a. Complaint – Violet Lukins request for tree removal on Seventh Street.

b. Complaint – Bob and Barb Goodman request for prune trees on Seventh Street.

These two (2) complaints are regarding the same trees.  CC Howard stated he had inspected the trees and they are not dying.  

(ACTION ITEM:  PW to trim the above-mentioned trees, CR/FO to notify complaintents in writing the action the Council has taken)

c. Complaint – Darla Williams – Pit Bulls at large.

Mayor Fleener addressed Council and audience with a three (3) page letter from Mr. & Mrs. Mark Sickles hat was forwarded to Council tonight regarding the same concern along with issues raised with the Lower Park.  (Attachment G).  This letter was forwarded to the Falls City Coalition Against Drugs to forward to the Polk County Sheriff Department.     Mayor Fleener stated for FO Officer to fax a copy of the letter onto the Polk County Sheriff’s Department. I never heard the Mayor or any Councilor stated it should go through the Coalition.  WILL NOT CHANGE, THE MAYOR DID NOT INSTRUCT ME TO FORAWRD IT.  HE HANDED A COPY TO CC WILLIAMS AND STATED “HERE YOU GO COALITION PRESIDENT”
(ACTION ITEM:  PW to post closure time at Park as 10:00pm, anyone in Park after closure will be considered trespassing sign to be found or made from existing materials)   
(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO to notify complaintents in writing the action the Council has taken)

d. Mayor Fleener updated Council and audience of the scheduled local fund raisers for the Falls City Fire Hall/Community Center.

Mayor Fleener stated he met with the Fire Department last Thursday to encourage involvement in this project and will be meeting with them every two (2) weeks until this project is completed.

He further stated additional grant money has been requested from the State; bring the total to 1.1 million for this project.  A new application will be turned into the State on June 7, 2005.  

e. Ron Carey questioned Mayor Fleener regarding certain missing signed copies of Resolutions and how to correct these.

CR/FO Williams statedshe had not received an answer.  (nothing was mentioned about MWVCOG OR LOG) (the recommendations for dealing with this issue will be place on a CC agenda as soon as the City hears from the League of Oregon Cities and Mid-Willamette Council of Governments.     
Mr. Carey quested Council on the city charging him for copies and staff research time.  He stated he brought this up at Budget Meetings also.

CR/FO Williams stated Mr. Carey was charge per city policy just like any other customer is charged.  

Mayor Fleener directed CR/FO to refund Mr. Carey the money he was charged for copies and staff research time.

(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO to refund Mr. Carey)


CR/FO stated if that was so, she would charge individuals prior to supplying their requests in 15 minute increments.

Discussion regarding availability of items for public review at City Hall.  As well as copies being made available for CC members.
