1. Call to Order: Mayor Fleener called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.

4. Adoption of Agenda:

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to adopt the agenda for City Council Meeting dated July 18.  Yeas–5, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

5.
OLD BUSINESS:


a. Fire Department – water to Mr. Carey

Council discussion with numerous firemen attending this meeting and questioned if water was supplied to Mr. Carey to fill his pool, with what fire equipment and if payment was received from the city for this service and revenue resource.

Shane Castle stated city equipment was not use, SW Rural Fire District equipment was used and he believe Mr. Carey donated money to the Fire Works fund for this service.

CR/FO Williams stated all city revenue must go through City Hall.

Council stated water is a city revenue resource and cannot be sold by the fire department for their projects.

Fire Chief Young stated use of equipment for this purpose is a SW Rural issue not a city issue.

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to place a Resolution regarding use of fire equipment and sale of city water for private use on the next City Council agenda.  Yeas–6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

b. Fire Chief unlimited spending authorization

*Williams moved to set a spending limit for city employees in the amount of $250 without prior council approval.  Motion died for lack of second.

     CR/FO Williams state she believes there is already a Resolution to that effect.

     Fire Chief Young was notified his spending limit is $250 without prior council         authorization.

(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO Williams to copy Resolution to all councilors, if one doesn’t exist, place on next agenda)


c.   Fire Chief monthly report and meeting attendance


Council Rusco wishes to re-enact monthly staff reports for all staff.

     Council request monthly fire reports and chief attendance at Council meetings.

Fire Chief Young stated he will attend or send one of his men if he is unavailable.

Mayor Fleener stated he would like to see names and faces of volunteer firemen on the city website.

(ACTION ITEM:  FC Young to forward the report on the Lutz fire to CH for the next agenda)

6.    NEW BUSINESS:
a.  Executive Session pursuant to ORS 192.660(2)(b) discipline of public officer and  employees

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to go into Executive Session pursuant to ORS 192.660(2)(b) discipline of public officer and  employees.  Yeas–6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

Councilor Poe stated it would be more appropriate to allow for public comment before executive session so citizens not wishing to stay after public comment may go home.

Executive Session was placed on hold at this time to allow for public comment.

7.    PUBLIC COMMENT:

a. Mike McAllister addressed the council stating the city has revoked his permits based on county recommendation.  He stated the only problem with his Land Use Application with the City was he had not paid for his county permits.  Mr. McAllister stated the City Planning Commission had granted an extension to his land use application.  He requests the city sign off on his application so he may proceed with his funding process.

Mayor Fleener stated the issue is Mr. McAllister is building without permits.

*Rusco/Howard moved/seconded CR/FO research within the next 7 days if Mr. McAllister has a valid Land Use Application with the City, if so, it can be signed and picked up to proceed to Polk County.  Yeas–4-Brown, Ferguson, Howard, Rusco, Nays –1-Williams,  Abstain-1-Poe.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 4-1-1.

(ACTION ITEM:  CR/FO Williams to research within the next week the McAllister LUA)

Discussion held regarding need for stop-sign on the Bridge and the on-going vandalism on N. Main Street.

a.  Executive Session pursuant to ORS 192.660(2)(b) discipline of public officer and  employees

*Brown/Poe moved/seconded to go into Executive Session at 7:47pm, pursuant to ORS 192.660(2)(b) discipline of public officer and  employees.  Yeas–6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to go out of Executive Session at 9:27pm.  Yeas–6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

*Howard/Ferguson moved/seconded to excuse CC Williams absence from the remainder of this City Council meeting.  Yeas–6, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 6-0.

8.
MAYOR AND COUNCIL DISCUSSION:

a. Mayor Fleener discussed a memorial plaque to be placed at the new Fire Hall/Community Center.  The Firemen are encouraged help choose the first five names to be placed on this plaque.

b. Councilor Poe would like the city to start planning for decorative light poles on N. Main Street, along with Flag/Banner poles, similar to the ones the City of Independence has.
c. Mayor Fleener informed the Council the pre-construction conference for the Fire Hall/Community Center is scheduled for Wednesday, July 20th.
The goal is for the building to be framed and enclosed by September 15th. 

d. Storage necessity for Upper Shop materials was discussed.  Some items will be      temporarily housed at the Lower Shop, but the need for a storage container still exists, even after the project is completed.  The City should store all the stock pipe to keep it out of the sun.  The sun damages the pipe.

No decision was made on purchase of a storage container.

(ACTION ITEM:  PW Poe to research if there is a local resident who will allow temporary storage for City materials until project is completed)
