b.   Memo – PARC – Grant writing – Meyer Memorial Trust – authorization to continue

*Rusco/Ferguson moved/seconded to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the City and Oregon Public Affairs Research Consultants (PARC) for professional services agreement in the amount of $2350.00 for a grant application to Meyer Memorial Trust.  Yeas–5, Nays – none.  Mayor Fleener declared motion carried 5-0.
c.   Police Serial Levy decision – authorization to continue

Mayor Fleener updated Council and audience on the meeting held with Sheriff Wolfe to discuss possible scenarios for additional police protection in Falls City.  Present were Sheriff Wolfe, Mayor Fleener, Officer Laanan, PW Supervisor Poe and Falls city citizens.

Sheriff Wolfe will be attending the September 12th City Council meeting and update Council on a more detailed cost estimate.

Mayor asks how council wishes to proceed with this issue.

Councilor Rusco and Ferguson agree the city should wait until the spring to place a police levy on the ballot when it will not cost the city.

Councilor Howard stated a property valued at $100,000 would increase that property owner’s taxes by approximately $450 annually for an annual levy of $123,600 per Polk County Tax Assessor Dennis Day.

Consensus to research options, hold public hearings and proceed with a ballot in the spring.
d.   LUA – 05-014 - FC United Methodist Church – Alteration Permit

e.   Citizen complaint letter re: Clark Street







PW Supervisor Poe stated in the past the citizens on Clark Street issued many complaints regarding the condition of Clark Street due to pot holes.  The city elected to gravel that section of road to address the pot holes.  This was done during the winter time, unfortunately during the summer months, dust occurs because of the gravel.
