I. Call to order – Chairperson and CC John B. Volkmann called the regular City of Falls City Building Committee meeting of November 13, 2006 to order at 6:30 p.m.

II. Roll Call – Present:  CC John B. Volkmann, CC Marion Brown, CC Janet Propp and Office Assistant/Community Member Debi Dato.

III. No prior minutes to review/approve, as committee has not convened in some time.

IV. Discussion regarding role and scope of Building Committee regarding new Community Center:

a.  Potential Uses of Community Center by the community (family reunions, wedding receptions, art classes, cooking classes, Senior activities, Youth activities, events put on by the City of Falls City, Bingo Night, Dances, events put on by the school system, etc.) – all committee members to query members of the community regarding additional potential uses and report back to committee.

b. Application process and fee structure for scheduling/booking the Community Center.

i. Debi Dato to check with the Dallas, OR Community re: sample their process and report back to committee.

ii. Janet Propp to check with the Lincoln City, OR Community Center re: their process and report back to committee.

iii. Suggestion: create a web calendar on the City of Falls City website that would show scheduled events and open dates.

c. Need for an alarm/surveillance system - John Volkmann to check with local businesses dealing in alarm systems and report back to committee.

d. Suggestion:  Update the funding source(s) regarding progress and acknowledge our appreciation for the financial assistance.

e. Suggestion:  perhaps a sign that can list upcoming events at the Community Center would be a good idea and perhaps one had been donated – Debi Dato to investigate this and report back to committee.

f. Suggestion:  perhaps the Community Center kitchen should be set up and outfitted in such a way as to allow for licensing through the Polk County Health Department – Marion Brown to investigate Polk County licensing guidelines and regulations and report back to committee.

g. Question – What is the capacity of the Community Center as it relates to the Polk County Fire Code (no signs we obvious at the time of the meeting)?  Debi Dato will investigate and report back to committee.

h. Discussion regarding the Fire Departments need for a computer – John Volkmann to follow up with Fire Chief, Bob Young, and report back to committee.

i. Need for multi-media equipment at the Community Center:

i. projection screen that would interface with VHS/DVD and desktop software applications (power point, on-line video, digital video conferencing in real time, etc.)

ii. high speed and/or wi-fi internet access

iii. sound system

j. Need to stock the Community Center kitchen with a variety of small appliances and items needed for food preparation, meal presentation, etc. – all committee members to assemble a list of specific items and bring the list to the next committee meeting so that a master list can be initiated.

k. Need for a Grand Opening Celebration – discussion with agreement that Spring would be an ideal time for such an event to allow for the business of the holiday season and the multitude of things that need to be done in order to “show off” the amenities and potential that will then be available to the community.
