PRESENT:

3. MINUTES:   

*Mack/McConnell moved/seconded to approve UAB Minutes dated November 29, 2000.  Members Mack, McConnell and Ferguson voted yeah, nays – none, absent - Dickerson.  Mayor Lindekugel declared motion carried 3-0.

4. OLD BUSINESS:   

a. Wallis Engineering – Sewer study update with City memo on tanks attached.  

Member McConnell held a conversation with Mr. Atherton regarding the availability of the Old Dairy property on Waymire Rd. for possible Sewer Treatment Plant.

5. NEW BUSINESS:   

a. CUSTOMER COMPLAINT.  Leon Beauchamp regarding adjustment of utility bill due to leak.

*It is the consensus of the UAB to defer the decision upon Mr. Leon Beauchamp’s  utility adjustment request to the City Council and pending recommendation from Council regarding City Policy dated January 4, 1999 addressing said issues and the possible amendment of said policy.
(ACTION ITEM: UAB request Council address possible amendment of Utility Policy addressing utility adjustments due to leaks –dated January 4, 1999)

b. CUSTOMER COMPLAINT.  Clay Freeman requesting adjustment to his utility account due to leak caused by poor installation of the Backflow Prevention Device.

*Mack/McConnell moved/seconded adjustment to Mr. Clay Freeman’s utility account in the amount of $82.00, due to installation error of the backflow prevention device.  Members Mack, McConnell and Ferguson voted yeah, nays – none, absent - Dickerson.  Mayor Lindekugel declared motion carried 3-0.

c. Lee Engineering Annual Inspection.

1. Distribution Lines – reviewed finance record and paving on South Main & Sheldon streets.

2. Reservoir – manually inspected recent catatonic inspection.

3. Treatment Plant – Rick Hohnbaum created a list of the items of discussion.

d. Shut-off Notices Report.  15  - 48 hour notices and 10 – 24 hour notices were sent out today.

(ACTION ITEM: City Staff – UAB request a letter re: 90 day past due on account #0181601 to be sent out w/ a 48/24 hr S/O notice)

e. Staff request written policy on how to define outside customers.

*Ferguson/McConnell moved/seconded to forward this issue to the Council with the request that Council make defining determination on Outside City Limits customers with the recommendation from UAB that if a customer is paying City taxes on a primary residential  property the customer does pay Inside City Limits rates on that particular property.  Members Mack, McConnell and Ferguson voted yeah, nays – none, absent - Dickerson.  Mayor Lindekugel declared motion carried 3-0.

f. Jeannie Lambert sewer charges.  Mrs. Lambert has been paying sewer rates on her residential property.  It has recently been discovered by the City this particular piece of property is not actually on City sewer.  Staff recommend City reimburse in full for one (1) years worth of sewer services Mrs. Lambert has paid for.

*Ferguson/McConnell moved/seconded to recommend Council reimburse Mrs. Jeannie Lambert in full for one (1) years worth of sewer services paid for.  Members Mack, McConnell and Ferguson voted yeah, nays – none, absent - Dickerson.  Mayor Lindekugel declared motion carried 3-0.

6. OTHER BUSINESS:   

a.       Accounts in names of deceased customers.  There is no policy in place to take accounts out of deceased customers names and place in new homeowners name.

(ACTION ITEM: RICK –research true homeowner’s name and placing accounts in their name: Feedback to UAB)

b. Illegal Sewer Hookup.  During Fairoaks sewer TVing an illegal sewer hookup was discovered.  The City also suspects an illegal tap into city water system at the same address.  This person has a well-established file of past LUA violations and Ordinance violations.  Two (2) more months will place this in Grand Larceny as theft of services.

c.       Fairoaks Pump Station update.  The line between Wood and Alder has the only line that runs between yards, there may be some possible I & O in this section.

7. MEMOS:

a. Employee benefit – base utility rates.  The City CPA stated this benefit is non-taxable.

b. Staff request direction on closed utility accounts.
